Comments

Isolated, heavy thunder showers brought some
cooling in the consistently midsummer week and
favored the growth of many yards. However, it is
noticeable that older Magnum fields are visibly losing
ground in terms of development and are clearly
lagging behind in terms of both growth and lateral
arm formation. Depending on the area, other varieties
are showing the same symptoms. Nevertheless, the
crop is largely healthy. The farms are busy with tilling
the soil and sowing cover crops.
